Private X-pen set-ups will be designated in the back covered area (North end} of the arena. ANY

Restrooms & showers that are located in the center of Barn 3 are available for exhibitors at the
Horse Park. Wash racks available for bathing dogs are located at the south end of Barns 1 & 2 and
in the center of Barn 3.
